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Demand for Cessation of Hostilities and Occupation

From Texas, a Republic, a Sovereign Nation
November 9, 2002

We, the Texian Peopleinhabitants on the land that is Texas, a republic, in this Demand and these
Declarations, do solemnly avow to the world, and call upon the CREATOR of all we see and cannot see, to
witness our truth and sincerity.

We, the Sovereign Texian People who inhabit the Land of Texas, a republic, a Sovereign Nation
consisting of native and non-native Texian People of the Great Nation being Texas, and who are neutral
non-combatants (hereinaft€exian Peoplg, do hereby declare that all political power is inherent in the
People and all free governments are founded on their authority, and instituted for their benefit. The faith of
the People of Texas stands pledged to the preservation of a republican form of government, and, subject tc
this limitation only, they have at all times the inalienable right to alter, reform, or abolish their government in
such manner as they may think expedient.

We the Texian People, are tbhaly authority to do so, and hereldemand the cessation of
hostilities and removal of the unlawful occupation of foreign personnel from the land of Texas.
We hereby demand a conclusion for all hostilities and acts of war from the CORPORATIONS, UNITED
NATIONS, UNITED STATES, and THE STATE OF TEXAS, STATE OF TEXAS and all subdivisions
and FRANCHISES created therefrom by recognizing their own rulings as follows:
a) Pleadings and Affidavit, Texas Supreme Court case No. 95-1002, November 16th, 1995.
b) Abatement to International Court of Justice No. 94135, December 18, 1995.

We, the Texian People, aver that in 1866 the United States military, operating the war-powers
government of thele factoSTATE OF TEXAS, adopted and imposed a new constitution. No independent
and impartial political determination for the Nation of Texas and its body politic as to its status or character
has ever been made, except by the Texian People. In 1876, the Texian People adopted a new constitution
which is still in use today, and preserved all rights for the Republic of Texas and the Texian People.

- Texas Constitution of thele facto State of Texas Art 16, Sec. 18: EXISTING RIGHTS OF
PROPERTY AND OF ACTION; RIGHTS OR ACTIONS NOT REVIVED -
The rights of property and of action, which have been acquired under the Constitution and laws of
the Republic and State, shall not be divested; nor shall any rights or actions which have been divested,
barred or declared null and void by the Constitution of the Republic and State, be re-invested,
renewed, or re-instated by this Constitution; but the same shall remain precisely in the situation which
they were before the adoption of this Constitution, unless otherwise herein provided; and provided
further, that no cause of action heretofore barred shall be revived.

Concerned parties should also refer to the Texas Rules of Court at rule 53 for clarification.

We, the Texian People within our Sovereign Nation, do declare that the Commothkdvagy of
Nature and Nature's God) is the Law of the People, in the Land of Texas and cannot be annulled or
altered by a Corporation/Created Fiction/Franchise through LAW MERCHANTS. We declare that any of
the Texian People of Texas, a republic who so claim, are not, and can never lawfully be labeled, charged
and/or adjudicated as a Corporation/Created Fiction/Franchise and are not subject to the Rules, Regulations
Codes, Statutes written for Corporations/Created Fictions/Franchises.



We, the Texian People, make this Demand for Cessation of Hostilities and Occupation with the
governments that have ceased to protect the lives, liberty and property of the People from whom its
legitimate powers are derived, and for the advancement of whose happiness it was instituted; and so far
from being a guarantee for their inestimable and inalienable rights, becomes an instrument in the hands of
evil rulers for their suppression;

When the federal republican constitution of their country, which they have sworn to support, no
longer has a substantial existence, and the whole nature of their government has been forcibly changed,
without their consent and when those rulers have become the eternal enemies of civil liberty, the ever ready
minions of power, and the usual instruments of tyrants; and

When, long after the spirit of the constitution has departed, moderation is at length so far lost by
those in power, that even the semblance of freedom is removed, and the forms themselves of the
constitution, to include the people's Bill of Rights, discontinued, and so far from their petitions and
remonstrances being regarded, the agents who bear them are thrown into dungeons;

We, the Texian People, in consequence, and under an act of necessity, require this Demand for
Cessation of Hostilities and Occupation for preventing the ongoing acts of malfeasance and abduction on
the part of the franchised governments, where anarchy prevails, and civil society is dissolved into its original
elements. In such a crisis, the first law of nature, the right of self-preservation, the inherent and inalienable
right of the People to appeal to first principles, and take their political affairs into their own hands in
extreme cases, enjoins it as a right towards themselves, and a sacred obligation to their posterity, to reinstate
the peace with such governments, as in the years of 1836-1845, a peace calculated to rescue them fron
impending dangers, and to secure their welfare and happiness.

We, the Texian People, inhabitants on the land called the Republic of Texas, (with boundaries
described in Treaties and other documents of 1819-1844) a sovereign Nation, are amenable for their acts tc
the public opinion of mankind. Thidemand for Cessation of Hostilities and Occupatiors therefore
submitted to an impartial world, in justification of the hazardous but unavoidable step now taken, of
severing our political connections, and assuming an independent attitude among the nations of the earth.

We, the Texian Peopldyave sacrificed our welfare to the CORPORATE STATE, by which our
interests have been continually depressed through a jealous and partial course of quasi-legal legislation,
carried on at a far distant incorporated seat of government, by a hostile majority; and this too,
notwithstanding we have peacefully petitioned in the humblest terms for the lawful re-establishment of the
Republic of Texas, which without just cause, has been contemptuously rejected.

We, the Texian Peopléleclare theneed for justice whereas the present Franchised Corporate
Governments have failed by fraud and dishonor in Commerce and refused to secure, on a firm basis, the
right of trial by jury, that palladium of civil liberty, and only safe guarantee for the life, liberty, and property
of the Texian People.

We, the Texian Peoplejemand the cessation of hostilities and occupatignreason of the
suffering from the foreign policing type foreign military commandants, stationed among us under the guise
of HOME SECURITY, FBI, BATF, FEMA, etc. These franchises exercise arbitrary acts of oppression and
tyranny, thus trampling upon the most sacred rights of the Sovereign Texian People, and rendering the
foreign military style of rules of engagement to be superior over civil power. (One exanmge: T
murdering of innocent Texian men, women and children in Waco, Texas on April 19, 1993)

We, the Texian People, demand the cessation of hostilities and occupation, by the foreign commercial
Government’s piratical attacks upon our private contracts, by commissioning desperadoes, and authorizing
them to seize our vessels, convey our private properties, which belong to Texian People forever, and treating
living souls as property for use of THE STATE and/or foreign GOVERNMENTS and transferring living
souls to foreign lands, for Commercial confiscation and incarceration as political prisoners of war.

We, the Texian People, demand the right to worshipAdtmighty Creator according to the dictates
of our own conscience.

We, the Texian People, demand all rights to defend our lands of the Great Nation of Texas, our
families and our trade under God’s Common Law in order to enjoy peace. We will not be coerced and/or
placed under demand to deliver up our arms, which are essential to our defense -- the rightful property of
freemen -- and formidable only to tyrannical governments. 2



We, the Texian People, demand all rights as accorded by the Declaration and/or Bill of Rights of
Texas, a republic, included in the constitutions of 1836 through 1876, as well as all unalienable, inalienable
and imprescriptible rights.

We, the Texian People demand the end to invasion of our lands by the foreigners by sea, by air and
by land, (flying the admiralty gold-fringed flags) with the intent to lay waste our territory, and drive us from
our homes by inducingiat money with the intent and purpose of committing Commercial Fraud and
Commercial Dishonor, and has established a large foreign military and domestic policing army advancing,
to carry on a war of extermination against us.

We, the Texian People demand for Cessation of Hostilities against the Texian People, and
declare that all these calamities have been patiently borne by the Texian People, until they have
reached that point at which forbearance ceases to be a virtue. The necessity of self-preservation,
therefore, now decrees our eternal political separation.

THE LAND OF TEXAS WILL FOREVER BELONG TO THE TEXIAN PEOPLE!

WHEREAS: History has shown that by Spanish Land Grants declared by the Sovereign Nation of Spain,
recognized by the Sovereign Nation of the Republic of Mexico, and Land Patents declared by the
Sovereign Nation of the Republic of Texas and were recognized and verified by the entity of the State of
Texas, which was ostensibly created by a non-binding Resolution by the government of the united States o
America, did then and there declare that the Land of Texas, FOREVER belongs to the Texian People being
domiciled on the land of the Republic of Texas,

We, the Texian Peopldo hereby peaceably claim all lands, inside the recognized borders being the
Nation of Texas established and verified by treaties and other historical documented facts; to wit,

1819 treaty, theinited States gave up the land of Texdsrever.

1838 treaty, all Southern boundaries established between the Republic of Mexico and the Republic

of Texas derived in 1836, in accordance with the surrender and signing over of all territory north

of the Rio Grande by the captured President of Mexico, Antonio Lopez de Santa Anna.

1848 treaty between the Republic of Mexico and the united States of America.

1844 established boundaries documented by united states Army surveying maps recognizing and

describing all Republic of Texas Northern boundami@isc pro tunc

We, the Texian People, demand the cessation of hostilities and occupation aNdtgiedo cease
and desist from the State of What still exists since the year 1861.

WHEREAS: On August 20th in the year eighteen hundred and sixty-six, a Presidential Proclamation
declared peace between the Southern States known as the Confederate States of America, which secede
from the united States of Americaxcept Texas Such exception indicates that a state of war and
occupation still exists between the State of Texas and the government of the united States of America.
(Note: The Nation that is the Republic of Texas has never declared war with any other Nation or Territory
since its inception in 1836.)

We, the Texian Peoplehereby declare the following:

There has not been a cessation of hostilities, end to the occupation, a declaration of peace, or a peact
treaty between Texas, a republic, and the occupying forces. Facts documented are: war declarations in the
year 1861, between therporation known as UNITED STATES and it'sorporate subdivision THE
STATE OF TEXAS and/or State of Texas are waged against the Texian People, its Lands, and the never-
ending War Reconstruction Acts, which are aggressions that continue in effect, and are occurring daily.

There has not been a cessation of hostilities, an end to the occupation, a declaration of peace or a
peace treaty to end hostilities between Texas, a republic, and it's Sovereign People ugtipdination
known as the UNITED STATES, to end the War under Trading With the Enemy Act declared by Franklin
Delano Roosevelt on March 9, 1933.

We, the Texian Peopleinknowingly aided in the creation of saidrporations for the purpose of
franchising to operate in Commercial Merchant Law under the false pretense of doing it for the good of the
People.
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We, the Texian Peopldave personaknowledge of wrongdoing within many of tleerporate
franchises,and do hereby demand the cessation of hostilities and occupation of all monopolies including
the FEDERAL RESERVE Banks issuing its counterfeit debt notes, created to suppress the Texian People
and eat out their substance.

We, the Texian Peoplere unable to render land, hold title to land, or pay lawful taxes with lawful
money, being disfranchised from our founding institutions of government bydiporations and
franchises which are against, and opposite the PedpMe.hereby declare that those Texian natives who
so document, may claim their title to said land, and may register to obtain title for land with an official
recorder so declared by Texas, a republic.

RENDERING OF LAND IN THE COUNTY .

We, the Texian People, are disfranchised from our founding institutions of self-government, the
rendering of land with ownership by title to land, and lawful money to pay defittipnal corporations
and franchises We declare that all assessments, claims, judgments, taxes, and appraisals by these
corporations and franchises were and are, due and payable, and can ONLY be paid by said
corporations andfranchiseswhich are party to private money contracts designed and intended for such
corporate debts.

Disfranchisement by the Clerks of the Counties.

We, the Texian Peoplgre disfranchised from our founding institutions of governmentdw
Merchants/Contract Law/Law of Natiorméd by misuse of theorporations andfranchises namely the
UNITED STATES and all its subsidiaries. The Attorneys General, their agents and/or assigns, are bound
by the Constitutional oaths to keep sea@porations under control. They all, having failed to do so, are
allowing THE STATE OF TEXAS, the Legislature of THE STATE OF TEXAS, the STATE OF TEXAS
COURTS, and the County Record Clerks for each of the Municipal County Subdivisions within THE
STATE OF TEXAS, to operate in collusion against the people.

We, the Texian People, declare the People of Texas are denied knowledgeLaixsMérchants/
Contract Law/Law of Nationsand are denied the protections guaranteed by our Bill of Rights and
Common Laws. Corporate Policies and Administrative Procedures through disfranchisement by these
corporations andfranchises are usingthird party debt collectorposing as actors/agents for their
misrepresentations, which are detrimental to the People’s freedoms and rights.

We, the Texian People, declare that the People of Texas are denied knowledge, self-determination
and protection under the law, namely the Declaration and/or Bill of Rights of 1836, 1845 and 1876.

We, the Texian People, declare that the People of Texas are denied access, use, and entry to sai
corporations, created fictions, anffanchises by third-party debt collectors posing as actors/agents for
their misrepresentations and violations of the people’s rights, and in violation of the founding institutions
of the Texian People.

We, the Texian People declare under gnand for Cessation of Hostilities and Occupatilat
the denial of said functions, rights, and privileges by tltesporations, created fictions anfianchises
leaves no recourse for the People of Texas to act upon their own for remedy or redress. The Texian People
will create a means to begin accepting and keeping records for any so desiring.

Disfranchisement by the Judiciary

We, the Texian Peoplgre disfranchised from our founding institutions of government by Law
Merchants/Contract Law/Law of Nations, through the creation of Certificates of Birth demand that the
people’s common law courts be reopened and these commercial, wrongful hostilities cease and desist
against the Texian People.

We, the Texian People, declare that by acts of THE STATE OF TEXAS LEGISLATURE,
EXECUTIVE, and JUDICIARY and all its subdivisions and parents, the People of Texas are denied the
knowledge for justice, for equality under the law, for lawful defense, for protections, for inherent rights,
(rights inherited by the People and endowed by the Creator at Birth). The Texian People demand that the

corporations cease amending and denying our God-given rights. .



Disfranchisement from Lawful Money.

We, the Texian Peoplare disfranchised from our founding institutions of government by the
STATE OF TEXAS, a subdivision of the UNITED STATES, the FEDERAL RESERVE, and all their
SUBDIVISIONS and PARENTS and CORPORATE AFFILIATIONS. We declare that these said
Corporations andFranchiseshave without authority in law, eliminated the lawful money established by
and through our founding institutions. Paper and Paperless Debt Notes are a private commercial
commaodity currency based on debt, leaving the People of Texas without the lawful means to pay a debt.
Further, saiccorporation will not accept lawful money having intrinsic value in payment of debt from the
People of Texas, and is in violation of the intention of the Texian.

We, the Texian Peoplelisfranchised by saidorporations andfranchises demand the cessation
of hostilities and occupation by the aforesaid Corporations. The Texian People recognize the need of the
corporations to employ the use of their PRIVATE CURRENCY/CONTRACT DEBT NOTES among
themselves and their AGENTS in COMMERCE. The need for a separation of monetary systems exists for
all parties concerned.

Therefore, We, the Texian People, re-establish lawful money for use by the People of Texas,
through silver and gold or specie of choice, and establish full authority of the People of Texas, which so
state and choose, to use among themselves any means of exchange and trade based on silver and gold,
other valuable assets they should deem ‘as money’ and full authority to barter and trade amongst
themselves using their choice, type, and style of means of exchange and trade.

In accordance with the constitutions of 1836 through 1876 presently Art. 1; Sec.:2Z2ROVISIONS
OF BILL OF RIGHTS EXCEPTED FROM POWERS OF GOVERNMENT; TO FOREVER REMAIN
INVIOLATE. - To guard against transgressions of the high powers herein delegated, we declare that
everything in this "Bill of Rights" is excepted out of the general powers of government, and shall forever
remain inviolate, and all laws contrary thereto, or to all the provisions, shall be void.

THEREFORE:

We, the Texian People claim our Independence as a Sovereign Nation and People and hereby
demand the cessation of hostilities autupatiorfrom Texas, a Republic, by all foreign entities and legal
fictions, including but not limited to the UNITED STATES, as INCORPORATED, and all its subsidiaries.
